“I would like to share with you what ACC has meant to my mom and our family. Our mother was diagnosed with early stages of Dementia in early 2013.  When it came to a point that she could no longer be at home by herself, we decided to enroll her in the Adult Care Center. The Center has been a blessing for her as well as for me. I am the caregiver for my mother, and I would not have it any other way. She has taken care of me and my siblings, so I am now returning that care and love to her. 

Mommy has been with ACC for almost two years, and I cannot express how much this place has meant to me. Just knowing that she is in a safe environment and is being taken care of while I am at work makes me feeling so overjoyed. The compassion and commitment that the staff gives to the people who go there is commendable. My mom is there from 7:30-4:30 or longer every day ,and thinks that she is going to school. They keep her mind going and her body active. She really enjoys the interaction with other individuals who go there, too.


With as many individuals who go to the Center, the staff still gives each caregiver an update on how their loved one’s day was. That is what I call commitment and showing us they care about the clients as well as the caregivers. Alzheimer’s is a terrible disease. There is no cure, but I can say this for sure: The Adult Care Center keeps my mom going, and I am truly grateful to the entire staff!!”
